word Daddy. The first time
it is used is by Jesus in the
Garden of Gethsemane:
“Abba, Father” (MK 14:36).
Imagine Jesus in His dark-
est time of need crying out
“Daddy.”, this displays the
level of intimacy He had
with His Father. Paul says,
"...Abba, Father.”in Rom
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ing question (v. 36) con-
cerning the great com-
mandment of the law. Je-
sus responded, “You shall
love the Lord your God
with all your heart, with all
your soul and with all your
mind.” First, notice the
word all before the words
heart, soul, and mind. All
means “representing the
total extent or the whole.”
It is everything without any
reservations or detractions.
The next item to notice is
the alignment that Jesus
declares for the heart, soul
and mind. Let us briefly
look at each further.

Why don’t people seem
worried about Hell?

Hell is real! Jesus describes it
in Luke 13:24-30 and 16:20
-31. Many religions believe in

such a place. “Fear of Hell is
directly proportional to con-
sciousness of the seriousness
of life and sin” (www.rbc.org/
questions). “Four out of 10
adults believe Hell is “a state
of eternal separation from
God’s presence” (39%) and 1/3
(32%) says it is “an actual
place of torment and suffering
after death.” Others were “not
sure” or said they do not be-
lieve in an afterlife (16%).
Most Americans do not expect
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to experience hell first hand,
just 1/2 of 1% expect to go to
Hell. Sixty-four (64%) be-
lieve they will go to Heaven
(Barna Research Group,
“Americans Describe Their
Views About Life After
Death,” October 21, 2003).
